By the end of the program, you will have learned about every aspect of a medical office. You’ll be able to perform dozens of new skills, some of which are listed here:
· measure vital signs and gather patient information
· identify, use and sterilize medical instruments 
· assist a physician with medical examinations and procedures
· record an electrocardiogram (EKG)
· identify common medications by their names and uses
· draw blood and handle lab specimens
· run simple lab tests  
· give injections 
· communicate with patients and the healthcare team
· use and understand medical language 
· update a patient’s medical record 
· use computer programs for medical office applications
· schedule and prepare patients for appointments and procedures
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TWO OPTIONS:
1. Associate in Science Degree
Take all required MEDA courses plus general education courses (see MPC catalog for details) and finish in about 2 years
2. Certificate of Achievement
Take all required MEDA courses and finish in 3 ½ semesters
