4. Review of MPCF 2020 Audited Financial Statements
Christine Bruno and Brandon Harrison of Eide Bailly, LLP

Mr. Harrison introduced himself as Eide Bailly’s engagement partner serving MPC
Foundation. Per Eide Bailly’s policy, he expects to be with the Foundation for six years, at
which time a new engagement partner will rotate into the role.

Mr. Harrison then reviewed the 2020 Independent Auditors’ Report. Highlights included:

e MPC Foundation received an unmodified opinion--the highest level of audit assurance
that the statements are materially correct as presented. No adjustments or corrections
to the financial statements were required by the auditors.

e There is no Management Letter outlining deficiencies or recommendations

e The report provides previous year comparisons in tables throughout the report.

e |n 2020, MPCF’s assets increased by almost S2MM, to $10.8MM.

e Liabilities increased in 2020 due to Payroll Protection Plan loans, but MPCEF still
maintains a very favorable asset: liability ratio.

e MPCF’s expenses allocated to Program services decreased from 77% to 70% due to the
pandemic, but 70% is still a very efficient ratio in non-profit organizations
